PROGRAM SCHEDULE

This is an abbreviated schedule. Sessions continue
throughout the entire workshop period.

� Listening/Speaking Skills
� Analytical Skills in English

The language instruction program emphasizes
improved understanding of spoken English and using
oral English in informal social situations. Reading and
writing skills are integrated into the program as a com-
plement to the development of oral skills. Students are
given community-based homework assignments which
provide many opportunities to use English for daily life
and to engage in conversations with American students
and local residents.

Daily class activities use highly interactive and com-
municative methods to give students opportunities to
develop both spoken fluency and increase their com-
prehension of the spoken language. The emphasis is
on informal oral English in “real life” situations which
students are likely to need in international encounters. 

� American values and institutions
� Research skills

� Presentation skills

Students learn about core American values and institu-
tions, such as academic freedom, educational systems,
and volunteer organizations. In addition, they practice
academic research and writing skills, with special
attention to sharpening critical thinking skills and
avoiding plagiarism. Finally, students polish their
English proficiency and public- speaking skills through
speeches, small-group discussions and whole-group
presentations. 

� Visit Hawaii’s landmark sites
� Interact with others in

real world settings
� Polish writing skills

Some assignments send participants to sites of histori-
cal and educational importance, where they must first
interact with local residents by asking questions or
conducting short interviews, and then write a para-
graph on their experiences. Participants thus have the
opportunity to engage in a real-world setting and to
interact with other speakers of English, and get the
chance for direct feedback on their own experiences
and writing from their instructors.

Accommodations
Housing accommodations will be provided at the Pagoda
Hotel for workshop participants at a special rate of $31.00 per
person on a quadruple occupancy basis. Quadruple means 4
people in a One Bedroom Suite (two rooms with one bath,
two people per room). Quadruple occupancy will be
arranged as number of participants permit. When a quadruple
occupancy cannot be made, alternate occupancy arrange-
ments may be made, such as at the East-West Center
Dormitory on a double or single occupancy basis. The cost
($31.00 per night) remains the same regardless. The East-West
Center Dormitory is located on the campus of the University
of Hawaii at Manoa. It is a typical American college dorm
and includes the following features: shared bath and toilet
facilities, bed linens are provided, and a private
telephone in every room.

Each room at the Pagoda Hotel is air-conditioned and 
furnished with a color T.V., a telephone, and full bath and
shower. In addition, Pagoda Terrace rooms (One Bedroom
Suites) are furnished with a complete kitchenette.

All students are required to have medical and emergency
repatriation insurance to cover the period of time they will be
in the United States. This insurance should be purchased
before departure in the student’s home country. All students
will be required to show proof of such coverage before they
begin classes in Hawaii.
